LOAN AGREEMENT

AGREEMENT dated as of the Signature Date between REPUBLIC OF
SERBIA (“Borrower”) and INTERNATIONAL BANK FOR RECONSTRUCTION AND
DEVELOPMENT (“Bank”). The Borrower and the Bank hereby agree as follows:

ARTICLE | — GENERAL CONDITIONS; DEFINITIONS

1.01. The General Conditions (as defined in the Appendix to this Agreement) apply
to and form part of this Agreement.

1.02. Unless the context requires otherwise, the capitalized terms used in this
Agreement have the meanings ascribed to them in the General Conditions or
in the Appendix to this Agreement.

ARTICLE Il — LOAN

2.01. The Bank agrees to lend to the Borrower the amount of sixty-six million three
hundred thousand Euro (EUR 66,300,000), as such amount may be
converted from time to time through a Currency Conversion (“Loan”), to assist
in financing the Project.

2.02. The Borrower may withdraw the proceeds of the Loan in accordance with
Section lll of Schedule 2 to this Agreement.

2.03. The Front-end Fee is one quarter of one percent (0.25%) of the Loan amount.

2.04. The Commitment Charge is one quarter of one percent (0.25%) per annum
on the Unwithdrawn Loan Balance.

2.05. The interest rate is the Reference Rate plus the Variable Spread or such rate
as may apply following a Conversion; subject to Section 3.02(e) of the
General Conditions.

2.06. The Payment Dates are April 15 and October 15 in each year.

2.07. The principal amount of the Loan shall be repaid in accordance with Section
3.03 of the General Conditions and Schedule 3 to this Agreement.

ARTICLE Il — PROJECT

3.01. The Borrower declares its commitment to the objectives of the Project. To this
end, the Borrower, through the Ministry of Education, shall carry out the
Project in accordance with the provisions of Article V of the General
Conditions and Schedule 2 to this Agreement.

(&) After giving not less than forty-five (45) days’ notice to the Bank, the
Borrower may repay the Bank the following amounts in advance of maturity,
as of a date acceptable to the Bank (provided that the Borrower has paid all
Loan Payments due as at such date): (i) the entire Withdrawn Loan Balance
as at such date; or (ii) the entire principal amount of any one or more
maturities of the Loan. Any partial prepayment of the Withdrawn Loan
Balance shall be applied in the manner specified by the Borrower, or in the
absence of any specification by the Borrower, in the following manner: (A) if
the Loan Agreement provides for the separate amortization of specified
Disbursed Amounts of the principal of the Loan the prepayment shall be
applied in the inverse order of such Disbursed Amounts, with the Disbursed
Amount which has been withdrawn last being repaid first and with the latest
maturity of said Disbursed Amount being repaid first; and (B) in all other
cases, the prepayment shall be applied in the inverse order of the Loan
maturities, with the latest maturity being repaid first.

(b) If, in respect of any amount of the Loan to be prepaid, a Conversion has
been effected and the Conversion Period has not terminated at the time of
prepayment, the provisions of Section 4.06 shall apply.”
