LOAN AGREEMENT

Agreement dated May 12, 2017, between REPUBLIC OF SERBIA
(“Borrower”) and INTERNATIONAL BANK FOR RECONSTRUCTION AND
DEVELOPMENT (“Bank”). The Borrower and the Bank hereby agree as follows:

ARTICLE | — GENERAL CONDITIONS; DEFINITIONS

1.01. The General Conditions (as defined in the Appendix to this Agreement)
constitute an integral part of this Agreement.

1.02. Unless the context requires otherwise, the capitalized terms used in this
Agreement have the meanings ascribed to them in the General Conditions or
in the Appendix to this Agreement.

ARTICLE Il — LOAN

2.01. The Bank agrees to lend to the Borrower, on the terms and conditions set
forth or referred to in this Agreement, the amount of forty-seven million Euros
(Euro 47,000,000), as such amount may be converted from time to time
through a Currency Conversion in accordance with the provisions of Section
2.08 of this Agreement (“Loan”), to assist in financing the project described in
Schedule 1 to this Agreement (“Project”).

2.02. The Borrower may withdraw the proceeds of the Loan in accordance with
Section IV of Schedule 2 to this Agreement.

2.03. The Front-end Fee payable by the Borrower shall be equal to one quarter of
one percent (0.25%) of the Loan amount.

2.04. The Commitment Charge payable by the Borrower shall be equal to one
quarter of one percent (0.25%) per annum on the Unwithdrawn Loan Balance.

2.05. The interest payable by the Borrower for each Interest Period shall be at a
rate equal to the Reference Rate for the Loan Currency plus the Variable
Spread; provided, however, that the interest payable shall in no event be less
than zero percent (0%) per annum; and provided furthermore that, upon a
Conversion of all or any portion of the principal amount of the Loan, the
interest payable by the Borrower during the Conversion Period on such
amount shall be determined in accordance with the relevant provisions of
Article 1V of the General Conditions. Notwithstanding the foregoing, if any
amount of the Withdrawn Loan Balance remains unpaid when due and such
non-payment continues for a period of thirty days, then the interest payable
by the Borrower shall instead be calculated as provided in Section 3.02 (e) of
the General Conditions.

2.06. The Payment Dates are June 1 and December 1 in each year.

2.07. The principal amount of the Loan shall be repaid in accordance with the
amortization schedule set forth in Schedule 3 to this Agreement.

2.08. (a) The Borrower may at any time request any of the following Conversions
of the terms of the Loan in order to facilitate prudent debt management:
(i) a change of the Loan Currency of all or any portion of the principal
amount of the Loan, withdrawn or unwithdrawn, to an Approved
Currency; (i) a change of the interest rate basis applicable to: (A) all or
any portion of the principal amount of the Loan withdrawn and

outstanding from a Variable Rate to a Fixed Rate, or vice versa; or (B)
all or any portion of the principal amount of the Loan withdrawn and
outstanding from a Variable Rate based on a Reference Rate and the
Variable Spread to a Variable Rate based on a Fixed Reference Rate
and the Variable Spread, or vice versa; or (C) all of the principal amount
of the Loan withdrawn and outstanding from a Variable Rate based on a
Variable Spread to a Variable Rate based on a Fixed Spread; and (iii)
the setting of limits on the Variable Rate or the Reference Rate
applicable to all or any portion of the principal amount of the Loan
withdrawn and outstanding by the establishment of an Interest Rate Cap
or Interest Rate Collar on the Variable Rate or the Reference Rate.

(b) Any conversion requested pursuant to paragraph (a) of this Section that
is accepted by the Bank shall be considered a “Conversion”, as defined
in the General Conditions, and shall be effected in accordance with the
provisions of Article IV of the General Conditions and of the Conversion
Guidelines.

ARTICLE lll — PROJECT

The Borrower declares its commitment to the objective of the Project. To this
end, the Borrower shall carry out the Project through its Ministry of Education,
Science and Technological Development (MoESTD), with the support of its
Ministry of Finance (MoF), all in accordance with the provisions of Article V of
the General Conditions.

Without limitation upon the provisions of Section 3.01 of this Agreement, and
except as the Borrower and the Bank shall otherwise agree, the Borrower
shall ensure that the Project is carried out in accordance with the provisions
of Schedule 2 to this Agreement.

ARTICLE IV — EFFECTIVENESS; TERMINATION
The Additional Conditions of Effectiveness consist of the following:

(@) The Borrower, through its Ministry of Finance, has formally established
the Central Fiduciary Unit, with functions and staffing satisfactory to the
Bank;

(b) The Borrower, through its MOESTD, has formally established the Project
Management Unit, with functions and staffing satisfactory to the Bank;
and

(¢) The Borrower, through the MoOESTD, has adopted the Project
Operations Manual to the satisfaction of the Bank; and

The Effectiveness Deadline is the date one hundred and eighty (180) days
after the date of this Agreement.

ARTICLE V — REPRESENTATIVE; ADDRESSES

For the purposes of Section 10.02 of the General Conditions, the Borrower’'s
Representative, who, inter alia, may agree to modifications of the provisions
of this Agreement on behalf of the Borrower through exchange of letters
(unless otherwise determined by the Borrower and the Bank), is its Minister of
Finance.

Project Description
The objective of the Project is to improve access to quality early childhood

education and care (ECEC) services, in particular for children from socially
disadvantaged backgrounds.

Part 1.

The Project consists of the following parts:
Expanding the supply of Preschool Spaces

Part 2.

Provision of approximately 17,000 Preschool Spaces in new, renovated,
repurposed or upgraded facilities (involving construction of new preschools,
extension of existing preschools, and repurposing or upgrading of other public
buildings), including provision of furniture, teaching-learning materials,
equipment, and playgrounds for all new and rehabilitated preschool
institutions, and capacity building for local architects and engineers carrying
out the said works.

Renovation or construction of up to five innovative centers to serve as model
preschools for training and knowledge sharing purposes.

Strengthening the quality of preschool services

Supporting implementation of preschool curriculum.

(i) Development of a training program and training materials for teachers
and other staff and the rollout of a new preschool curriculum.

(i) Development of teaching-learning materials according to the new
preschool curriculum.

(iii) Development and strengthening of the Preschool Assistance Network
(PAN), including the PAN’s provision of training activities to preschool
teachers, in support of the roll-out of the new preschool curriculum.

Improving pre-service and in-service training.

(i) Provision of technical assistance to evaluate, reform, and harmonize
pre- and in-service preschool teacher training.

(i) Provision of technical assistance to assess and advise on preschool
teacher career advancement.

(iii) Identification and provision of trainings to increase the leadership and
competences of preschool managerial staff.

Improving the monitoring and evaluation of preschools to improve decision
making.

(i) Enhancement of the education monitoring and information system for
preschools.

(i) Provision of technical assistance: (a) to assess existing quality
evaluation instruments and methodologies for self- and external
evaluations, and improve the existing instruments based on revised
quality standards for preschools; and (b) to develop proposals on
changes to existing regulations relating to the provision of ECEC.

(iii) Provision of training to improve the capacity of external evaluators,
preschool staff and administrators, and other decision-makers in
evaluating the quality of preschool services.

Communication campaign.

Development and carrying out of a nationwide campaign to raise awareness
of the importance of the early years and to empower parents to play a key
role in promoting their young children’s development, through the use of, inter
alia, mass media, social media, and printed publications.

Provision of grants to at least 30 Local Self-governments to improve
coordination and cooperation among relevant actors in providing holistic and
high quality ECEC services (including in the areas of health, nutrition, early
screening of disabilities, and early stimulation and learning) to parents and to
children aged 0-6.5 years, with a focus on the most vulnerable.

Subsidies to ensure free preschool participation among the most vulnerable
children ages 3 to 5.5 years.

Provision of financing to support subsidies for annual preschool fees for
families receiving Financial Social Assistance.

Project Management, Technical Assistance, Monitoring and Evaluation

Project management and technical assistance

Provision of: (a) Project management support to the Project Management
Unit, including technical assistance and training to all Project staff, Project
audits, office equipment and incremental Operating Costs; (b) technical
assistance to the MoESTD on quality reforms in the education sector; and (c)
technical assistance to the Ministry of Labor, Employment, Veteran and
Social Affairs to expand its existing management information system,
including additional modules to promote the efficient administration of the
subsidies supported by Part 3.C of the Project.

Project monitoring and evaluation

Provision of: (i) technical assistance for the design and implementation of (a)
tools and surveys to monitor the results framework for the Project, and (b)
technical audits of selected aspects of the Project, including the first phase of
the grant program under Part 3.B of the Project; (i) training for MOESTD staff
engaged in the implementation of the Project; and (iii) technical assistance for
the design, implementation, and analysis of evaluation surveys.

Implementation Arrangements

Institutional Arrangements

Without limitation to the provisions of Article V of the General Conditions and
except as the Bank shall otherwise agree, the Borrower shall, as relevant,
establish and maintain throughout Project implementation, with composition,
resources, terms of reference and functions acceptable to the Bank:

(a)

a Project Management Unit (PMU), within MoESTD, to be responsible
for (i) the overall coordination of all Project implementation activities,
including specifically with the Central Fiduciary Unit, Working Group,
other members of MOESTD, and other relevant agencies and
beneficiaries, as specified in the Project Operations Manual (POM) and
the Grant Operations Manual (GOM), (ii) ensuring that the requirements,
criteria, policies, procedures and organizational arrangements set forth
in the POM and the GOM, as relevant, are applied in carrying out the
Project, (iii) preparation of all Project implementation documents,
including Project supervision reports, and (iv) monitoring and evaluation
of the Project;

a Central Fiduciary Unit (CFU), within MoF, to be responsible for the
procurement and financial management of the Project, and appoint an
MoF staff to coordinate and oversee the CFU, as detailed in the POM;

a Working Group, which includes experts from the MOESTD and focal
points for each of the Project Parts, to be responsible for providing
technical expertise and support to the PMU on day-to-day Project
implementation activities;

a Consultative Group, comprising representatives from other relevant
Borrower ministries, institutions and partners to advise on ECEC policy
issues, programs and related grants and other actions at the local,
regional, and national levels, and to contribute to events and information
dissemination;

a Grant Approval Committee (GAC), consisting of representatives from
MoESTD, other relevant Borrower ministries and stakeholders at the
national level (including country-wide Roma non-governmental
organizations), to be responsible for evaluating and selecting grant
proposals under Part 3.B of the Project, in accordance with the criteria
set forth in the GOM;

inter-sectoral teams, consisting of representatives of Local Self-
governments of municipalities, preschool institutions, primary schools,
centers for social work, health centers, local branches of the Red Cross,
local Roma nongovernmental organizations, representatives of local
Roma structures (teaching assistants, Roma health mediators, Roma
coordinators, where applicable) and local parents associations, to be
responsible for the development of grant proposals and the supervision
of grant funded activities under Part 3.B of the Project, and as detailed
in the GOM.
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In furtherance of Part 1 of the Project, prior to carrying out the works selected
within an individual municipality, the Borrower, through the MoESTD, shall
enter into an agreement with the respective Local Self-government, with all
terms and conditions required under the GOM, including specifically, in return
for Preschool Spaces, the obligation of the Local Self-government to maintain
the new, renovated, repurposed and/or upgraded preschools, and to provide
the staffing and public utilities connections necessary for the functioning and
maintenance of the said preschools.

In furtherance of Part 3.B of the Project, the Borrower, through the MoESTD,
shall provide grants to grant recipients in accordance with eligibility criteria
and procedures acceptable to the Bank, as set forth in GOM, and shall extend
each grant to the respective grant recipient under a grant agreement on terms
and conditions approved by the Bank. Such terms and conditions shall:

(a) include rights that adequately protect the interests of the Borrower and
the Bank, including the right to suspend or terminate the grant
recipient’'s right to use the grant proceeds, and the right to obtain a
refund from the grant recipient of all or any part of the amount of the
grant then withdrawn, upon the grant recipient’s failure to perform any of
its obligations under the grant agreement; and

(b) require each grant recipient to:

(1) carry out its sub-project with due diligence and efficiency and in
accordance with sound technical, economic, financial,
managerial, environmental and social standards and practices
satisfactory to the Bank, including in accordance with the
provisions of the Anti-Corruption Guidelines applicable to
recipients of loan proceeds other than the Borrower;

(2) provide, as promptly as needed, the resources required for the
purposes of the sub-project, including the respective grant
recipient's provision of adequate co-financing or in-kind
contribution, as relevant, in accordance with the requirements
set forth in the GOM;

(3) procure the goods, works and services to be financed out of the
grant in accordance with the provisions of this Agreement;

4) maintain policies and procedures adequate to enable the grant
recipient to monitor and evaluate, in accordance with indicators
acceptable to the Bank, the progress of the grant and the
achievement of its objectives;

(5) (A) maintain a financial management system and prepare
financial statements in accordance with consistently applied
accounting standards acceptable to the Bank, both in a manner
adequate to reflect the operations, resources and expenditures
related to the sub-project; and (B) at the Bank's or the
Borrower’s request, have such financial statements audited by
independent auditors acceptable to the Bank, in accordance with
consistently applied auditing standards acceptable to the Bank,
and promptly furnish the statements as so audited to the
Borrower and the Bank;

(6) enable the Borrower and the Bank to inspect the sub-project, its
operation and any relevant records and documents; and
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(7) prepare and furnish to the Borrower and the Bank all such
information as the Borrower or the Bank shall reasonably
request relating to the foregoing.

The Borrower shall exercise its rights under each grant agreement in such
manner as to protect the interests of the Borrower and the Bank and to
accomplish the purposes of the Loan. Except as the Bank shall otherwise
agree, the Borrower shall not assign, amend, abrogate or waive any grant
agreement or any of its provisions.

Project Operations Manual

The Borrower shall carry out the Project in accordance with the POM,
satisfactory in form and substance to the Bank, which consists of different
schedules setting forth rules, methods, guidelines, specific development
plans, standard documents and procedures for the carrying out of the Project,
including the following:

(a) the detailed description of all Project activities supported under this
Agreement, their sequencing and the prospective timetable and
benchmarks in relation thereto; and

(b) the Project administrative, financial, accounting, auditing, procurement
and disbursement procedures, including all relevant standard
documents.

The POM may not be assigned, amended, abrogated or waived, or permitted
to be assigned, amended, abrogated or waived, or any provision thereof, in a
manner which, in the opinion of the Bank, may materially and adversely affect
the implementation of the Project; the POM may only be amended in
consultation with, and after approval of, the Bank. In case of any conflict
between the terms of the POM and those of this Agreement, the terms of this
Agreement shall prevail.

Grant Operations Manual

The Borrower shall carry out Part 3.B of the Project in accordance with the
GOM, satisfactory in form and substance to the Bank, setting forth the
procedures for selecting, appraising, and approving grant proposals, and for
supervising implementation of subprojects financed under the grants
program. The GOM shall include, inter alia:

(a) the eligibility criteria for the grants;

(b) the application, evaluation, selection, award and grant management
procedures;

(c) the criteria for grant disbursements, monitoring, evaluation and
reporting; and

(d) mandatory provisions that provide the following: (i) no major civil works
shall be financed by the grants, (ii) no land acquisition or Involuntary
Resettlement shall occur in connection with the provision of grants, (iii)
beneficiaries of the grants shall not award contracts to their subsidiary
or affiliated companies unless there is an established arms-length
arrangement, and (iv) grants will be provided and implemented in
accordance with the Environmental and Social Management Framework
and any applicable Environmental Management Plan thereunder.

The GOM may not be assigned, amended, abrogated or waived, or permitted
to be assigned, amended, abrogated or waived, or any provision thereof, in a
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manner which, in the opinion of the Bank, may materially and adversely affect
the implementation of the Project; the GOM may only be amended in
consultation with, and after approval of, the Bank. In case of any conflict
between the terms of the GOM and those of this Agreement, the terms of this
Agreement shall prevail.

Anti-Corruption

The Borrower shall ensure that the Project is carried out in accordance with
the provisions of the Anti-Corruption Guidelines.

Safeguards
The Borrower shall ensure that:

(a) the Project is carried out in accordance with the respective terms of the
Environmental and Social Management Framework (ESMF) and the
Resettlement Policy Framework (RPF), and the policies, procedures
and arrangements therein set forth are applied and implemented; and

(b) the ESMF and the RPF, or any provision thereof, shall not be amended,
suspended, abrogated, terminated or waived or permitted to be
amended, suspended, abrogated, terminated or waived, except with the
prior written approval of the Bank.

Prior to the commencement of civil works, the Borrower shall:

(@) submit to the Bank for its approval, as relevant (i) any required
Resettlement Action Plan (RAP), including the relevant social
assessment, in form and substance satisfactory to the Bank, and (ii) any
required Environmental Management Plan (EMP), in form and
substance satisfactory to the Bank;

(b) ensure that the provisions of the said RAP(s) and EMP(s) are
adequately included in the proposed contract(s) for the said works; and

(c) ensure that the said RAP(s) is/are disclosed and, unless the Bank shall
otherwise agree, all related, adequate compensation amounts are paid
in full, all in accordance with the related RAP(s) and EMP(s), the RPF
and the ESMF.
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Section Il Project Monitoring Reporting and Evaluation

Project Reports

The Borrower, through the MoESTD, shall monitor and evaluate the progress
of the Project and prepare Project Reports in accordance with the provisions
of Section 5.08 of the General Conditions and on the basis of indicators
acceptable to the Bank. Each Project Report shall cover the period of one
calendar quarter, and shall be furnished to the Bank not later than one month
after the end of the period covered by such report.

Financial Management, Financial Reports and Audits

No later than ninety (90) days from the date of effectiveness, the Borrower,
through the CFU, shall have, under terms of reference and in a manner
acceptable to the Bank, installed and adapted appropriate accounting
software for Project accounting, budgeting and reporting.

The Borrower, through the CFU, shall maintain or cause to be maintained a
financial management system in accordance with the provisions of Section
5.09 of the General Conditions.

The Borrower, through the CFU, shall prepare and furnish to the Bank, not
later than forty-five (45) days after the end of each calendar quarter, interim
unaudited financial reports for the Project covering the quarter, in form and
substance satisfactory to the Bank.

The Borrower, through the CFU, shall have the Financial Statements audited
in accordance with the provisions of Section 5.09 (b) of the General
Conditions. Each audit of the Financial Statements shall cover the period of
one fiscal year of the Borrower. The audited Financial Statements for each
such period shall be furnished to the Bank not later than six months after the
end of such period.

Section lll. Procurement

General

Goods, Works and Non-consulting Services. All goods, works and non-
consulting services required for the Project and to be financed out of the
proceeds of the Loan shall be procured in accordance with the requirements
set forth or referred to in Section | of the Procurement Guidelines, and with
the provisions of this Section.

Consultants’ Services. All consultants’ services required for the Project and
to be financed out of the proceeds of the Loan shall be procured in
accordance with the requirements set forth or referred to in Sections | and IV
of the Consultant Guidelines and with the provisions of this Section.

Definitions. The capitalized terms used below in this Section to describe
particular procurement methods or methods of review by the Bank of
particular contracts refer to the corresponding method described in Sections Il
and Il of the Procurement Guidelines, or Sections I, Ill, IV and V of the
Consultant Guidelines, as the case may be.

Particular Methods of Procurement of Goods, Works and Non-
consulting Services

International Competitive Bidding. Except as otherwise provided in
paragraph 2 below, goods, works and non-consulting services shall be
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procured under contracts awarded on the basis of International Competitive
Bidding.

2. Other Methods of Procurement of Goods, Works and Non-consulting
Services. The following methods, other than International Competitive
Bidding, may be used for procurement of goods, works and non-consulting
services for those contracts specified in the Procurement Plan: (a) National
Competitive Bidding, subject to the additional provisions in the Attachment to
this Schedule; (b) Shopping; and (c) Direct Contracting.

C. Particular Methods of Procurement of Consultants’ Services

1. Quality- and Cost-based Selection. Except as otherwise provided in
paragraph 2 below, consultants’ services shall be procured under contracts
awarded on the basis of Quality and Cost-based Selection.

2. Other Methods of Procurement of Consultants’ Services. The following
methods, other than Quality and Cost-based Selection, may be used for
procurement of consultants’ services for those contracts which are specified
in the Procurement Plan: (a) Selection based on Consultants’ Qualifications;
and (b) Single-source Selection of consulting firms.

D. Review by the Bank of Procurement Decisions

The Procurement Plan shall set forth those contracts which shall be subject to
the Bank’s Prior Review. All other contracts shall be subject to Post Review
by the Bank.

Section IV. Withdrawal of Loan Proceeds

A. General

1. The Borrower may withdraw the proceeds of the Loan in accordance with the
provisions of Article Il of the General Conditions, this Section, and such
additional instructions as the Bank shall specify by notice to the Borrower
(including the “World Bank Disbursement Guidelines for Projects” dated May
2006, as revised from time to time by the Bank and as made applicable to this
Agreement pursuant to such instructions), to finance Eligible Expenditures as
set forth in the table in paragraph 2 below.

2. The following table specifies the categories of Eligible Expenditures that may
be financed out of the proceeds of the Loan (“Category”), the allocation of the
amounts of the Loan to each Category, and the percentage of expenditures to
be financed for Eligible Expenditures in each Category.

B. Withdrawal Conditions; Withdrawal Period
1. Notwithstanding the provisions of Part A of this Section,

(@) no withdrawal shall be made from the Loan Account for payments made
prior to the date of this Agreement, except that withdrawals up to an
aggregate amount not to exceed one hundred thousand Euros (Euro
100,000) may be made for payments made prior to this date but on or
after December 1, 2016, for Eligible Expenditures under Category (1);

(b) under Category 2 above:

(i) the Borrower may withdraw an amount not to exceed one million
Euros (EUR 1,000,000) as an advance, provided that the
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Borrower, through the MoESTD, has adopted, to the satisfaction
of the Bank, the GOM as set forth in Section [.C of this
Schedule;

(i) the Borrower may withdraw an amount not to exceed five
hundred thousand Euros (EUR 500,000), provided that the
Borrower has furnished evidence satisfactory to the Bank that
the grant recipients have used the advanced grant proceeds
disbursed pursuant to Section IV.B(b)(i) above for eligible
expenditures pursuant to the grants’ intended purposes, and in
accordance with the respective grant agreements, which are
satisfactory to the Bank; and

(iii) notwithstanding Section 1V.B.1(b)(ii) above, if, in the opinion of
the Bank, the amounts advanced pursuant to Section IV.B(b)(i)
were not used for the grants’ intended purposes, the Borrower
shall refund such advance (or portion of such advance as
determined by the Bank) to the Bank promptly upon notice
thereof by the Bank. Except as otherwise agreed with the
Borrower, the Bank may cancel the amount so refunded; and

under Category 3 above, the Borrower may, on an annual basis,
withdraw an amount equal to the Borrower's reimbursement of the
relevant Local Self-governments’ financing of their respective social
assistance funds (as evidenced in the Borrower’s national budget for the
relevant fiscal year), but not in excess of one million Euros (EUR
1,000,000), for each annual period of Project implementation; however
for the fourth year of Project implementation, should the unwithdrawn
balance of Category 3 be in excess of one million Euros (EUR
1,000,000), the Borrower may withdraw an amount equal to the
Borrower’'s reimbursement of the relevant Local Self-governments’
financing of their social assistance funds for that fiscal year, up to the
full unwithdrawn balance of Category 3.

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OBRAZLOZENJE

|. USTAVNI OSNOV ZA DONOSENjE ZAKONA

Ustavni osnov za donoSenje ovog zakona sadrzan je u ¢lanu 99. stav 1. tacka
4. Ustava Republike Srbije, prema kome Narodna skupstina Republike Srbije
potvrduje medunarodne ugovore kada je zakonom predvidena obaveza njihovog
potvrdivanja.

Il. RAZLOZI ZA POTVRPBPIVANJE

Razlozi za potvrdivanje Sporazuma o zajmu (Projekat inkluzivnog
predskolskog obrazovanja i vaspitanja) izmedu Republike Srbije i Medunarodne
banke za obnovu i razvoj, koji je potpisan 12. maja 2017. godine u Beogradu,
sadrzani su u odredbi ¢lana 5. stav 2. Zakona o javhom dugu (,Sluzbeni glasnik RS”,
br. 61/05, 107/09, 78/11 i 68/15) prema kojoj Narodna skups$tina Republike Srbije
odluéuje o zaduzivanju Republike Srbije i odredbi ¢lana 14. stav 1. Zakona o
zakljucivanju i izvrSavanju medunarodnih ugovora (,Sluzbeni glasnik RS”, broj 32/13)
prema kojoj Narodna skupstina, izmedu ostalog, potvrduje ugovore kojima se
stvaraju finansijske obaveze za Republiku Srbiju.

Zakonom o budzetu Republike Srbije za 2017. godinu (,Sluzbeni glasnik RS”,
broj 99/16) u ¢lanu 3. je predvideno zaduzivanje do 50.000.000 USD kod Svetske
banke za finansiranje Projekta inkluzivhog predskolskog obrazovanja i vaspitanja (u
daljem tekstu: Projekat), sto je bio pravni osnov za pregovore o obezbedenju zajma
kod ove finansijske institucije.

U skladu sa Zaklju¢kom Vliade 05 Broj: 48-11453/2016 od 29. novembra
2016. godine, kojim je utvrdena Osnova za pregovore i odreden pregovaracki tim
Republike Srbije (predstavnici Ministarstva finansija, Ministarstva prosvete, nauke i
tehnolo8kog razvoja, Ministarstva drZzavne uprave i lokalne samouprave, Ministarstva
zdravlja i Ministarstva za rad, zapoSljavanje, boracka i socijalna pitanja), strane su
odrzale pregovore od 12. do 14. decembra 2016. godine u Kancelariji Svetske banke
u Beogradu. Tom prilikom je dogovoreno da iznos potrebnog zajma bude konvertovan
u evre primenom kursa izmedu ameri¢kog dolara i evra (1 USD = 0.9391876 EUR)
na dan 30. novembar 2016. godine, tj. poslednji dan meseca koji je prethodio
mesecu u kome su odrzani pregovori, $to iznosi 47.000.000 evra. Takode,
dogovoreni su finansijski uslovi i nacin koriS¢enja zajma, plan otplate, kao i mere i
aktivnosti koje nadleZzne institucije treba da preduzmu i sprovedu kako bi se
omogucilo finansiranje i ispunili ciljevi Projekta.

Ovo je jo$ jedan u nizu zajmova, odobrenih Republici Srbiji od strane
Medunarodne banke za obnovu i razvoj kao rezultat partnerstva Svetske banke sa
nasom zemljom i dogovorenih stratedkih prioriteta u okviru medusobne saradnje,
namenjen ostvarivanju razvojnih ciljeva koji se u ovom slu¢aju odnose na
unapredenje pristupa, kvaliteta i jednakosti u obezbedenju usluga predskolskog
obrazovanja i vaspitanja, posebno za decu iz osetljivih drustvenih grupa (siromasna
deca, deca sa posebnim potrebama i romska deca).

Realizacija ovog projekta doprinece ostvarivanju ciljeva utvrdenih Strategijom
razvoja obrazovanja u Srbiji do 2020. godine, koju je Vlada usvojila 25. oktobra 2012.
godine (,Sluzbeni glasnik RS”, broj 107/12) i Akcionim planom za njeno sprovodenje,
koji dalje definiSe prioritete, cilieve, pravce i mehanizme razvoja sistema
predskolskog obrazovanja i vaspitanja u smislu povecanja obuhvata, adekvatnosti,
efikasnosti i kvaliteta.
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Navedeni prioriteti bice podrzani kroz €etiri komponente u okviru Projekta:

1. Komponenta 1: ProSirenje ponude slobodnih mesta u predSkolskim
ustanovama, za koju je opredeljeno oko 32.000.000 evra.

Cilj ove komponente je unapredenje dostupnosti predskolskih usluga,
posebno za decu iz osetljivih drudtvenih grupa, uzrasta od 3 do 5.5 godina, kroz
povecanje broja mesta u visokokvalitetnim predskolskim ustanovama. Na taj nacin ¢e
se obezbediti oko 17.000 novih mesta u predSkolskim ustanovama, u novim,
renoviranim, prenamenjenim ili dogradenim objektima (ukljucujuéi izgradnju novih
predskolskih ustanova, proSirenje postojecih predskolskih ustanova i prenamenu ili
dogradnju drugih javnih zgrada), kao i nabavka namestaja, materijala za ucenje,
opreme i igralista za sve nove i obnovljene predskolske ustanove. Takode,
predvideno je renoviranje ili izgradnja do pet centara inovativne prakse koji ¢e sluziti
kao modeli predskolske ustanove za potrebe obuke i razmene iskustva dobre prakse.

2. Komponenta 2: Unapredenje kvaliteta usluga predSkolskih ustanova za
koje ¢e biti namenjeno oko 4.700.000 evra.

Kroz ovu komponentu c¢e se finansirati aktivnosti za uspostavljanje
kvalitetnijeg sistema predskolskog obrazovanja i vaspitanja, kroz podrSku novih
Osnova programa predskolskog obrazovanja i vaspitanja, obuku vaspitaca i drugih
zaposlenih, razvijanje struénih materijala za podrdku prakti¢arima u skladu sa novim
predsSkolskim programom, unapredenje obrazovanja vaspitata i njihovog
profesionalnog razvoja, a zatim i unapredenje sistema pracenja i vrednovanja
kvaliteta predskolskog obrazovanja i procesa donosenja odluka na institucionalnom i
nacionalnom nivou.

3. Komponenta 3: Podrska deci i porodicama u ukupnom iznosu do 8.400.000
evra.

Ova komponenta je usmerena na aktivnosti komunikacije sa porodicama sa
malom decom od rodenja do polaska u osnovnu 3kolu, posebno sa siromasnim
porodicama, porodicama sa decom sa smetnjama u razvoju i romskim porodicama,
jer je njihov pristup odredenim uslugama ograni¢en. Izmedu ostalog, finansirace se
subvencionisani boravak dece iz najugroZenijih porodica u predSkolskim
ustanovama. Ukupno 4 miliona evra, odnosno, u proseku do milion evra godisnje,
bi¢e opredeljeno za subvencije, radi besplatnog pohadanja predkolskih programa za
socijalnu pomo¢.

4. Komponenta 4: Upravljanje projektom, tehnicka pomo¢ i praéenje i
vrednovanje za koju je opredeljeno oko 1.900.000 evra.

Ova komponenta ¢e podrzati kontinuirano upravljanje realizacijom Projekta,
kroz rad Jedinice za upravljanje projektom (JUP), pracenje i ocenu ishoda i
dostignutih ciljeva, tehniCku pomo¢ Ministarstvu prosvete, nauke i tehnoloSkog
razvoja (MPNTR) u oblasti reformi vezanih za kvalitet u sektoru obrazovanja i
proSirenje postojeceg upravljackog informacionog sistema u Ministarstvu za rad,
zapoSljavanje, boracka i socijalna pitanja, u cilju efikasnog upravljanja subvencijama
za besplatno predskolsko obrazovanje u okviru Komponente 3, kao i angaZovanje
potrebnih konsultanata.

Predvideno je da se Projekat sprovede do kraja 2022. godine. Kljucna
institucija za sprovodenje projektnih aktivnosti bice MPNTR, a realizacija u praksi ¢e
se oslanjati na postojeée strukture, uz dodatnu podrsku JUP koja ce biti formirana u
okviru Projekta.

Novina kod ovog projekta je uspostavljanje Centralne fiducijarne jedinice
(CFJ) u Ministarstvu finansija, koja ¢e biti odgovorna za nabavke i finansijsko
upravljanje, Sto je uslov za efektivnost Sporazuma o zajmu.

Izvestaj sa pregovora prihvacen je Zakljuckom Vlade 05 Broj: 48-368/2017-1
od 24. januara 2017. godine, kojim je istovremeno usvojen Nacrt sporazuma o zajmu
(Projekat inkluzivnog predSkolskog obrazovanja i vaspitanja) izmedu Republike
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Srbije i Medunarodne banke Srbije (u daljem tekstu: Sporazum o zajmu), kao rezultat
odrzanih pregovora.

Nakon 3&to je Medunarodna banka za obnovu i razvoj sprovela svoju
proceduru odobrenja od strane Odbora izvr$nih direktora, Sporazum o zajmu je
potpisan 12. maja 2017. godine u Beogradu (potpisnik sporazuma u ime Vlade, kao
zastupnika Republike Srbije, je dr Dusan Vujovi¢, ministar finansija).

Sporazumom o zajmu definisani su:

1. Zaduzenje Republike Srbije u iznosu od 47.000.000 EUR.

2. Uslovi zajma:

- pristupna naknada: 0,25% na iznos zajma (117.500 evra), plati¢e se banci iz
sredstava zajma jednokratno;

- naknada za angazovanje sredstava: 0,25% na godiSnjem nivou na
nepovuceni iznos zajma;

- kamatna stopa: zajmoprimac placa kamatu polugodiSnje (1. juna i 1.
decembra svake godine), za svaki kamatni period po referentnoj stopi za valutu
zajma (Sestomesecni EURIBOR) uvecanoj za varijabilnu marzu koja trenutno iznosi
0,95% za zajmove ove rocnosti; kako bi se olakSalo oprezno upravljanje dugom,
predvidena je moguénost da zajmoprimac u svakom momentu moze zatraziti
konverziju kamatne stope ili marze iz varijabilne u fiksnu i obrnuto;

- krajnji rok raspoloZivosti sredstava zajma je 30. decembar 2022. godine;

- rok dospecéa: 21 godina, uklju€ujuéi period poéeka do 5 godina, tako da je
period otplate glavnice 16 godina u 32 jednake polugodidnje rate, od kojih prva
dospeva 1. juna 2022. godine, a poslednja 1. decembra 2037. godine;

- iz sredstava zajma se mogu finansirati retroaktivno troskovi Projekta nastali
od 1. decembra 2016. godine, u iznosu do 100.000 evra.
